e How does bar service and corkage work?

« Can you accommodate dietary, cultural, and religious needs?

Logistics & the day

« What time can we and our vendors arrive and must leave?
o Is there a backup plan for weather?

¢ Where do guests park?

o Is the venue accessible for all guests?

« Who is our point of contact on the wedding day?

Style & rules

« What décor, candle, and music/noise rules apply?
o Are there preferred or required vendors?
« Can we tour during another event to see it in use?
